1. Apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs W Frisken, A Carey, Cornwall Cllr W Sanger and the Police.

There were no declarations or dispensations.
3. To receive Cornwall Cllr Walter Sanger’s report
There was no Cornwall Council report.
4. To receive PCSO Julia Berry’s report.
PCSO Julia Berry had not compiled a Police report because she reported on them monthly and this was an extra July meeting.  She would include the July figures in the September report.  She had however spoken to the owner of a motorcycle that had been speeding through Coverack.  It was noted.

10. Matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda (for information only)
Following on from the last meeting, the Clerk advised that a works order had been prepared by Highways to repair rough areas in the Square near the White Hart.

Wording/layout for signs for the new North Corner car park and St Keverne car park had been prepared and two were presented to the meeting.  One option was approved and would now be ordered.
11. To discuss the possibility of inviting advertising in the toilets to raise some income for maintenance

A member had raised the idea of offering advertising space for businesses in the toilets, in order to generate some more income.  Local businesses could be approached and asked what they wanted and what they were prepared to pay.  Another member suggested contacting bigger tourist attractions such as Eden, Flambards, Creally, etc.  It was queried what size of advert would be offered, costs, etc.  After some discussion it was RESOLVED that the toilets sub-committee look at the possibilities and get something drafted out, before going to businesses.  Cllr M Anselmi would be included in these meetings as it was his idea originally.

12. To discuss St Keverne camp site

Cornwall Council had been contacted and the site had now been registered for planning enforcement.  It was noted.

13. To discuss response from Highways re accident report for Traboe Cross

A further site meeting had been held this afternoon where Cormac agreed to make recommendations for a STOP sign but they felt it did not really apply.  Such signs were usually only on major roads at exceptional sites approved by the Secretary of State for Transport.  A member still felt the willow bushes to the right and left of the cross should be cut down.  Bigger rumble strips could also help.  A response on the STOP sign recommendation was awaited.

14. To discuss request by Porthallow Village Association to attach beach water quality notice to toilets wall

There was no problem with the sign being attached to the toilets wall at Porthallow.  However, during the recent snagging of the toilets by Cornwall Council, they had removed the outside tap at the request of members who had compiled the snagging list.  Residents requested that this tap be put back because it was a big asset to the village.  Walkers, etc used it to wash off muddy boots after walking the coast path.  It was RESOLVED to re-instate the tap outside Porthallow toilets.

15. To consider Barclay’s offer of automatic backup of everything on computer for £2.75/month

The Clerk had been advised by Barclays that it offered automatic backup of everything on computer for £2.75/month.  She had since found out that they provided it free for up to 2 Gb of storage.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk signs up to the automatic backup offered by Barclays but try the free version first.

16. To consider entering into a one-year fixed term contract with British Gas for toilets electricity and achieve lower rates than on at present

Rather than do this it was agreed that the Clerk go online and get a utility broker to get the best quote from several different suppliers.

17. To consider getting a quote to upgrade Porthallow street lighting for adoption by Cornwall Council
It was RESOLVED that a site meeting be set up with a Cornwall Council lighting engineer to survey Porthallow street lights and provide a list of work required to bring them up to its standard for adoption.  This could then be forwarded to SSE for a quote.

18. Cleaning of sign post in middle of St Keverne Square – Ian Rowe has washed and will send bill

It was RESOLVED that the instruction for this work to be carried out be approved.

19. To discuss necessity for second meeting in July

As other parish councils did not meet in August or have an extra meeting it was proposed and seconded that Council tried doing without the second meeting for the next 4 years and see how it went. Some members did not agree and felt that the agenda would be too long in September and the meeting would go on very late. An amendment that the second meeting in July be kept was proposed and seconded. On a vote, the amendment, being taken first, was carried.  Therefore, the second meeting in July would remain.
