1. To accept apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Derek Kevern, Will Pollard, Andy Tylor and Cornwall Cllr Julian Rand.

2. Members to declare disclosable pecuniary and prejudicial interests (including details thereof) in respect of any item on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
There were no declarations.
3. To receive Cornwall Councillor Julian Rand’s report.
There was no Cornwall Council report.

4. Public Question Time
First of all a member of the public thanked Council for the £400 it had just granted in the foregoing Charity Car Park meeting to the United Methodist Church for its new Parent & Toddler group.

Another member of the public, the owner of the access land for planning item 6a) was concerned that there would be 16 parking spaces for 2 houses creating more vehicle activity and the current allotments used for the parking would be a loss of green space. The exit was narrow and unsafe for any more frequent use. The first member of public stated that the 16 parking spaces were for use of the hall, not the houses. There was concern as to the accuracy of some of the plans, which differed between documents, and supporting information including the bat surveys that were not quite as written in the documents.  There was also a concern as to where the recycling/rubbish from the new houses would be put out.  Their property would be overlooked by 8 windows (dormers) and construction traffic could damage their drive and make the danger of further landslides more likely.  Surface run-off could cause more problems for people in Laddenvean.
5. To confirm the minutes of the previous meeting
It was RESOLVED that the Chairman sign the minutes of the last meeting as a true and correct record.

6. To receive the following planning applications
a) PA17/09883 Conversion of redundant Methodist chapel to two residential units and additional parking , St Keverne Methodist Church, Commercial Road, St Keverne, United Methodist Church St Keverne
One member agreed with the member of public and did not think the parking for the hall should be with the chapel; it should be a separate application.  They felt it would cause flooding and surface water run-off.  Another member felt that it was a derelict building not doing anything and needed to be put to another use.  A third member was disappointed that that it was not being used for local needs or the elderly rather than expensive second homes.  A Coverack member added that the same had happened in Coverack where the chapel was now sold off and someone was making a lot of money but not the community.  They acknowledged that the extra parking was needed for the hall however recent flood events had been an eye opener even in the Laddenvean area and there was no doubt that building was causing flooding.  A fourth member pointed out that in the Design & Access Statement it appeared to read that the chapel was not in an AONB but it was.  A fifth member was not sure that youngsters’ flats would be agreeable to the neighbours.  However, the car park did not have to be a hard surface; it could be something that would soak up water and the rubbish would go out on the road, the same as everyone else’s’.  It was RESOLVED to recommend refusal of the application citing the access being a problem with regard to the extra parking, Velux windows should be used to prevent overlooking and the extra car parking should be separated from the chapel conversion application.  There was 1 abstention.
b) PA17/11546 Proposed summer house / gazebo, Compass House, North Corner, Coverack, Mr and Mrs Glossop
It was RESOLVED to support the application – with 1 abstention.

c) PA17/10555 Extension and alterations to existing sun room to create first floor roof terrace above, Mill House, Mill Road, Coverack, Mr and Mrs Talbot
It was RESOLVED to support the application
d) PA17/11191 Outline application for the construction of dwelling and attached annexe (with details of access and layout). (Demolition of existing disused external swimming pool and associated storage and changing building). Resubmission of withdrawn application no. PA17/04091, land and buildings adj to Tregisky, Tregisky Lane, North Corner, Coverack, Mr S Dixon
This had previously been refused as overdevelopment and it was pointed out that the overall size was the same dimension as previously therefore it was RESOLVED to recommend refusal of the application.

e) PA17/09339 Construction of two detached dwellings, Thornhill, B3294 between Bounder Treath and Mill Road, North Corner, Coverack, Drenbre Ltd – going to Committee on Monday 15th Feb.  A member was required to attend and speak against on behalf of the Parish Council.  Cllr Frisken would attend.  Meanwhile, it was requested that the listing of Thornhill itself be looked into.

8. Matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda

Cllr Frisken tendered apologies for the flood meeting scheduled for 11th January.

9. To discuss Cury Parish Council’s suggestions for the two Cornwall Council wards on the Peninsula

At first sight this came across as a good idea but on checking Cury’s minutes it appeared to be one member’s personal views.  Looking at the proposals and the existing map St Keverne would not be in with Helston anyway, in fact neither proposed ward on the existing map would include Helston so there was no problem.  It was felt the proposal was for Cury’s benefit only and Council agreed to wait to speak to Cornwall Cllr Julian Rand about it.

10. To discuss lack of takings at St Keverne car park.

A member had checked how many vehicles were in the car park each day and there were 7 that never moved.  It was noted that parking in there would get worse if the village gets its first double yellow lines.  People needed to be made aware that it was not a permanent residential parking place.  Signage was felt to be the answer backed up by closure for a while to make people respect and appreciate the facility that was being provided, rather than abusing it.  Wording for new signs would be drawn up for the meeting the following week. Meanwhile it was RESOLVED to close the car park as well for 1 week from 3rd February (it was half-term the following week).  This would also facilitate trimming and other maintenance.
11. To set a date/time for an emergency plan meeting
This was deferred to await a reply from Maxine Hardy, Community network Manager, Helston.  Porthallow had already produced a flood plan and it was agreed to invite a representative from the village association along when a date was arranged.

12. To consider request for temporary placement of porta loos in N Corner car park for a bike race on 9th & 10th Feb.

This would not be a problem provided they made a donation to the Charity Car Parks.  On the matter of that car park; Cornwall Council would be chased about surfacing next to the toilets and the cleaning/re-opening of the toilets, as it was the landlord and was responsible for any repairs required.  Attention would be drawn to a legal side letter offering help for clearing up after the travellers left that could be bought into play if something was not done.
13. To consider renewal of 6 year street lighting maintenance contract with SSE

It was agreed to put this on a future agenda to enable time to see which ones left in Council control would be adopted, because it might lead to a new agreement not being required at all and the current one did not expire until 31st March.

Cllr Mrs Alicia Strickland left the meeting.

14. To consider request to place a bench on coast path between Headland and the village in Coverack

It was agreed that this could replace an existing rotted out bench and that the charge for insurance and maintenance would be £100.  A letter would be sent to the National Trust (as it owned that part of the coast path) stating that the Parish Council would approve it but hoped that the NT would also.
15. To receive report on meeting at Dollies to discuss water run-off onto the road

The Chairman and Cllr A Tylor had attended with Jeremy Clitherow from Natural England (NE) and Mike Peters of Cormac.  There was watering running out of the Dollies land onto the road.  The ditch on the right-hand had been squashed in by traffic for 15-20 yards and Mike Peters felt that if they dug it out it would just happen again – a pull-in had been created.  It was agreed that a small bund made of existing downs material be placed across the gap at the end of the pigmy rush track and a ditch dug inside to bypass the blocked section and then rejoin the main outside ditch further down.  Mike Peters agreed that Cormac would clear the road ditches all the way down.  The Chairman was meeting a local digger operator 8.15am the following morning to do the bund work on behalf of the Parish Council.  Whilst there he would also move the stones to one side at the Dollies parking area.  Lizard Contractors would carry out the normal winter track scraping, burning, etc inside the Dollies area.  NE agreed that the bund work could be paid for out of the HLS money.

19. Any other business (for information only)
A lot of water from Zoar area was running down the road which then froze.  Also the water was going past Penhallick instead of to Ponsongath.  Cormac would be advised.
Potholes were reported at Laddenvean hill and at Lower Roskorwell the road was cribbing away next to the house.  Cormac would be advised.  Meetings with Cormac would be chased again.

A derelict building on Porthallow beach needed fencing as it was getting dangerous.  The Clerk would have a quiet word with the owner.

Community Services Award – who would be the next recipient?  This would be put on the next agenda.

Drilling had been taking place in fields next to Porthoustock quarry – the manager would be asked if he would like to attend the next meeting and update Council on what they were doing.

A member asked how long a caravan could be on site for building work as one seemed to be in situ for 9 years.  The Clerk would look up the planning permission for that one again.

The Clerk stated that according to a member of the public the library van did not turn up at an appointed time.  A member felt they might be confused because the two stops per month were at different times.

Rubbish had been dumped in N Corner car park, which contained an address of someone.  A letter would be sent to them asking them to come and collect it.
The railway sleeper bridge that had been washed away on the Rosuick to Trenithon path would be repaired the following Monday.
