1. To accept apologies for absence 
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs W Pollard and Mrs K Nightingale
2. Members to declare disclosable pecuniary and prejudicial interests (including details thereof) in respect of any item on this agenda and any dispensations thereon previously granted or requested now
There were no declarations.
3. To receive Cornwall Council Julian Rand’s report
Cornwall Council Julian Rand had a very busy March with over 700 miles clocked up on Council business.  He had the usual run of meetings plus site meetings about parking problems at Garras and Boskenwyn schools.  The Make Integration Happen plan had come into force this week (1st April) and was going very well.  He had attended a second Goonhilly Master Plan panel meeting.  The site was owned by Goonhilly Earth Station (GES) Ltd having now bought the site outright from BT rather than renting as previously.  They had expansion plans and a question over what to do with the currently closed visitor centre.  There were good opportunities for the young there with jobs potential for the future.  That, together with Newquay Airport’s extra long runway made the potential for horizontal takeoff spacecraft and their monitoring to be brought to Cornwall.  He also met with Transport Portfolio Holder Geoff Brown where he discussed matters such as traffic calming at Rosevear Hill, Mawgan and extending the 30mph limit into the present 40mph at Garras/Trelowarren/Skyburriowe junction (Laundry Lane).  Both these would have implications for traffic from other parishes on this side of the peninsula that used the road. CORSERV had presented its 4 year budget, which was passed by Cabinet.  He had attended a Headstart event at Eden Project.  A member noted that Cornwall Council received the 4th highest car parking revenue in the Country and wondered what that did for visitor numbers.
4. Public Question Time (15 minutes in total, 2 minutes each to speak on agenda or raise new item). This is your only chance to speak unless invited to do so elsewhere by the Chairman.
Heidi Mabbott spoke about her planning – 6c) that Council had turned down at the last meeting but which officers wanted to approve.  She stated it would not be turned into a house.  The bungalow was an 1890 converted chapel that naturally had a low roof.  The garage is higher than that but is standard height, whereas the bungalow is exceptionally low.  She stated there was only 60cm (2ft) difference in height and wondered whether Council could re-consider.  The present ones were not big enough for modern day cars and 1 was falling down.
5. To confirm the minutes of the previous meeting
It was RESOLVED that the Chairman sign the minutes as a true and correct record of the previous meeting.

6. To receive the following planning applications

It was RESOLVED to support the application.

b) PA19/02420 Landscaping project with installation of hot tub and building of timber changing room and storage building, Carragmor, Tregisky Lane, North Corner, Coverack, Mr & Mrs Richards
No complaints had been received by Coverack members so it was RESOLVED to support the application.
c) To re-consider PA19/00951Demolition and re-construction of double garage,  Weslyn, Tregowris, Ms Heidi Mabbott
On the Chairman’s casting vote (vote being 5-5) it was RESOLVED to agree with the Officer’s recommendation and support the application.

8. Matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda

There were no matters arising from the minutes not covered elsewhere on this agenda.

9. To discuss Dean Quarry and approach from Adrian Lea of Shire Oak to Cornwall Cllr Julian Rand

Cornwall Cllr Julian Rand advised that he did not feel it was his place to have a 1 to 1 conversation with Adrian Lea and suggested he met with the Parish Council.  A member pointed out it must be remembered that the quarry is a brown field site which is of much value for the community.  We already have the AONB and wildlife there.  Another member stated they were cynical but the person concerned was in a mess financially and they felt it was about mineral safeguarding.  The Chairman stated it was best to wait and see what transpired.

10. To discuss situation regarding St Keverne School railings

On behalf of the History Society the Chairman advised that the person in charge at the MAT had left his post but there was a new person – Richard Gibbon – based at Mullion School who was helping the History Society to get the work done.  The HS requested help from locals during the Easter holidays to get the work done before term started again on Easter Tuesday.  An item would be put in the press.

11. Slippery manhole in Coverack outside Minstrel Cottage

The Clerk advised that she had got SWW to look at the sewage manhole who stated they already had it planned in for replacement.  They also said the other one was a highways manhole so the Clerk had advised Cormac of this.  It was pointed out that the second one was up an alleyway and not on the main street in Coverack so they might not find it.

12. To discuss situation with regard to St Keverne village campsite

The Clerk had taken photos but due to the bund earth wall recently created nothing of the hard standings and excavations could be seen.  What was evident was pig farming, with a horsebox for storage, two towing caravans and three vehicles parked.  Was this another enforcement case?  Cllr Julian Rand would chase up the original enforcement request.

13. To consider situation with regard to constant blocking of St Keverne gents toilet

Arrangements were in hand for Metro Rod to check the pipes with CCTV cameras and Cornwall Council was paying.  It was noted.

14. To discuss whether Council should pay the rates bill for Porthoustock toilets - £49.14

It was RESOLVED to pay Porthoustock Village Hall the £49.14 and they pay the bill themselves, due to complications with rate relief Council already had on its other 5 properties.

15. To discuss work needed around St Keverne bus shelter area

Trees needed pruning, the bus shelter was an eye-sore and the wall was crumbling.  Whose was the wall and tree?  What should be done about the blue wall as well?  It was arranged for a cleaning party to tidy up before Easter and assess what else needed doing.  Cllr Lambrick would also ask the White Hart landlord what he could do to help and what the brewery owned.

16. To discuss need for sign at pull-in outside Porthallow former shop/ post office

It was agreed to ask Highways whether the pull-in was theirs and to raise it at the planned meeting at item 22.

17. To discuss problem with overhanging hedge causing moss on pavement in Tregonning Parc.  Also moss around statue and path at back of surgery.

The owner of the overhanging hedge had assured a member that it would be trimmed.  Jeff Clayton could not find any moss on Doctor’s Hill but there was some around the statue and the path down the back of the surgery.  It was agreed to ask him to treat that moss together with the area in Tregonning Parc.

18. To receive response from Vicar reference repeated request to add 2 WW1 names to roll of honour in St Keverne Church and also possibility of ‘There but not There’ WW1 Tommy silhouette being placed in church

The Vicar was rather surprised at the consternation regarding this issue as apparently it was the first he had heard of it and he suggested a meeting of interested parties.  It was agreed that a meeting between the Parish Council, PCC and RBL be arranged to discuss both matters.
19. To consider response from supplier of Tommy silhouette with regard to it breaking

The company that supplied would not refund or replace as there was only a month within which it could be returned if damaged, plus the money went to wartime charities such as Help for Heroes so it could not be taken back.  It was noted and the silhouette would be repaired locally.

20. To consider whether Clerk and members require DBS checks

It had been suggested by the Methodist Hall Committee that the Clerk should be DBS checked as a hirer of the hall.  This seemed unnecessary particularly when there were a lot of other users and public who entered the hall.  Plus no other halls were making this request.  It was felt the rule was if one was dealing with vulnerable adults or children for more than 3 sessions a week.  One member felt it might mean a financial check and that it was unnecessary.  Cornwall Cllr J Rand would be asked whether he’d had it done.

21. To consider SWW bill comparison between this year and last for Porthallow toilets

This was difficult to calculate because there had been very high ones a year ago and then the meter was changed because it was faulty and Council had been in credit.  It was agreed to put an item on the next agenda to consider changing plumbers.

22. Quarterly Highways meeting

It was agreed to try for Thursday 11th April at 10am.

Cllr Frisken advised there was a flagpole at Coverack harbour and he would put it up if Council bought one.  It was agreed that one be purchased.
